DEBATE CHECK LIST

Please use the following check list to assemble your packet. A packet will be turned in from each team. For example, the con side of the illegal immigration debate will turn in a single packet that will contain all of the following information. Similarly, the pro side of the illegal immigration debate will turn in a separate packet with their information. 


The information in the packet must follow the same order as the checklist. Put a check mark next to all of the items your packet contains, even if it is incomplete. Put a zero next to all of the items that are completely missing from your packet. (Remember, I have seen all of this work, you are not adding to what you have already done. You are simply organizing it. If I notice that work has been added, your team will lose all points for that element of the assignment, along with other points penalties.) All sections of the packet must be clearly marked so that I know what requirement is being met. What I mean by this is that you should have something that tells me exactly what is what; either a title at the top of the page that says personal statement or team proposal. If you have multiple things like reflections a page that says reflections with all of them following it would be fine.

_____Note card and cross fire questions check. (20pts)
